Demonstrate their autonomy, authoritative judgement, adaptability and responsibility as an expert and leading
practitioner in the field of their research topic.

. Demonstrate their capacity to plan, execute, evaluate research.

. Demonstrate their skills as communicators by disseminating their finding to their peers and the wider community

(d) Personal Developmental Aspects.
